DRIVING ROUTE 1





Take I-210 to the Indian Hill Blvd. Exit in Claremont.


Go north on Indian Hill for 2 miles to Foothill Blvd. Turn right (east).


Go 1.0 miles to Mills Avenue. Turn left (north).


Go 2.0 miles to the Mt. Baldy Road. Turn right (east). Note your odometer and go as follows:


At 8.0 miles pass through Mt. Baldy Village.


At 12.0 miles, intersection with San Antonio Falls Road on the left (gated). Park here.





HIKING ROUTE 1





From the parking area (6160'), pass the gate and hike up the road to Baldy Notch at the top of the ski lift. Turn right (southeast) and follow a road up to the summit of Thunder Mountain. Continue southeast on a trail down into the saddle at the top of Cedar Canyon and then up to a trail junction at about 8800' just southwest of the summit of Telegraph Peak. Turn left and follow the trail up to the summit..
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SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS


Do not hike up the slope beneath the ski lift. This is not legal.





NOTE


The ski lift at the end of Baldy Road operates in the summer months on weekends and some holidays. It is possible to take this (for a fee) to Baldy Nothch. This significantly reduces the gain and distance.





A popular trip is to take the tram to the notch. Climb Thunder Mountain, Telegraph Peak, and Timber Mountain. Return via Icehouse Canyon to the site of the old Ice House Resort This requires a car shuttle.





Telegraph Peak is located within the Cucamonga Wilderness. A wilderness permit is required. They can be acquired in person at the Mount Baldy Ranger station in Mount Baldy village, or they may be obtained in advance from:
